Welcome to the first annual Northwestern Michigan Llama Show! It is our vision to provide a llama show that is both enjoyable for our exhibitors, but also for the general public. Our goal is to offer demonstrations to the general public on the joys of owning llamas such as carting, weaving, shearing, spinning, and knitting in a demonstration area while our exhibitors enjoy showing in the areas of showmanship, halter, youth judging, and three areas of performance. 

Health certificates are required for all animals upon arrival to the fairgrounds and must be within 90 days from the date of issue. All animals entered need to be ILR registered and a copy of their registrations needs to be sent with your entry form. Exhibitor needs to be the registered owner of each animal and entries need to be listed as animals exact registered name. If you intend on entering an animal not registered to you, you must provide a permission to show letter from the registered owner. Non breeders need to be accompanied by a veterinarian certificate stating non breeder status. Halter classes Animal age as of 6-6-09, once an animal his their day of birth, they move to the next age category. Juvenile: 5-12months; yearling 13-24 months; two year olds 25-36 months; adults –animals 37 months and older. Wool descriptions: Suri Lustrous, cool hand, lack of crimp and minimal loft, locked fiber that drapes over the llamas body. Fibers are grouped in distinctive, defined lock structure. Light wool: Minimum to moderate body wool, shorter neck wool, smooth legs. Medium wool: moderate to long body wool, minimal to moderate neck wool, smooth to moderate leg wool. Heavy wool: abundant body & neck wool with moderate to abundant leg wool. Enter your animals in their proper wool divisions. Produce of Dam: 2 offspring from the same dam. Get of Sire: 3 offspring from the same sire, out of 2 different dams. All Get & Produce entries must show in appropriate halter classes. If not owner of Sire or Dam in Get or Produce classes your must bring written permission from owner. Nursing mothers may not be accompanied into the ring by their cria. Performance Classes: ILR Novice points will be tracked, once 35 ILR points are earned, animals move to advanced. All advanced animals from other associations, must be shown in advanced. Two entries per handler/open/advanced/novice performance classes.An animal can only go through each OB, PR, or Pack class one time. Youth Classes: Age categories are based on age as of Jan 1, 2009. Sub-Junior Youth: 3-7; Junior Youth: 8-11; Intermediate Youth: 12-14; Senior: 15-18. Youth Judging: Will follow the ALSA handbook for rules. Age categories are based on age as of Jan 1, 2009.

Stalls will not be assigned –must have stall to show. Exception that stalls will be assigned to Platinum, Gold, and Silver sponsors.

All llamas seeking ILR Universal Awards Program must be ILR registered, both youth and adult owners must be 2009 ILR members. Mp extra fees or numbers are required for the tracking of points for ILR members and ILR llamas. If you have animals enrolled in the ILR Incentive Fund, your ILR points will bring you payback from ILR.

Halter, showmanship, and Youth Judging classes held on Saturday,; Get of Sire, Produce of Dam, and Performance classes will begin on Sunday.
